Dear Parents/Guardians:

What a great start to the school year!  Thank you so much for all you have done to assist us in making it so great!  We are still having late buses in the afternoon but we are hopeful the bus company will be hiring new drivers soon and that issue will be resolved in the near future. 
Our field trip to the apple orchard and pumpkin patch couldn’t have had a better day!  It was warm and sunny with many helping hands.  All who went had an excellent time!

We had several people come out for our first PTA meeting.  The new executive board has been picked and plans are underway for some great activities. There is still time to join in the fun and be part of PTA!

Coming up in October we have several activities.  The coffee cake fundraiser is going on now with money due on October 14th .  This is our biggest fundraiser and helps to raise money for the fun activities throughout the year. Please be sure to send in the order forms on time. The next PTA meeting is on October 6th at 7:00.  Please join us!

We are all looking forward to Open House on October 13th from 6:30 – 7:30.  This is your child’s opportunity to show you around their classroom and what they have been learning since the beginning of the school year.  The whole family is welcome to attend!  We love seeing former students as well as future students. The PTA will be on hand to sell MH apparel. 

On Wednesday, October 19th, we will have a College and Career Ready day across the district.  Different activities have been planned at each school or grade level.  Here at Moose Hill in kindergarten, we are encouraging the students to dress up or bring something to represent what they might like to be when they grow up.  Scientist, veterinarian, doctor, firefighter, police officer, are just a few of the responses we get from students.  The “costume” should be simple, please don’t feel you need to buy something special for the day.  Props such as a stuffed animal for a vet, a helmet for a football player, goggles for a scientist, etc. (please no weapons of any kind) can be brought in as well. The teachers will be asking them about their choices during a show and tell time in the classroom.  We will pick a few students from each classroom to interview for a video we will put together for future use.  If you do not want your child in a video, please be sure to send a note in to the teacher. If you are volunteering in the classroom that day, you are invited to wear a t-shirt or sweatshirt from the college of your choice.  If your child does not want to participate, that is fine.
Also coming up this month is our Halloween celebration on Friday, October 28th.  Weather permitting; we will hold a costume parade which lasts approx 15 minutes.  Our videographer will be here to record the parade for playback on our monitor as well as on the school district web site. For the AM session, the parade will be at 9:30.  The PM session will have their parade at 1:15.  We will block off the front of the school so the children can parade down the front driveway.  They will go into the building through the far end doors and exit again at the end of the hallway to parade down the front driveway a second time. Parents are invited to “line the parade route”!  Parking will be a major problem so do the best you can.  Car-pooling would be greatly appreciated.  After the parade, the children will come out the front doors, line up by classes and sing a song for you, their audience. After the song, they will return to their classrooms for their parties. The parties are for the students.  The room mothers will arrange the volunteers to help out at the parties as well as make arrangements for refreshments and activities. If you have not been contacted to volunteer or provide refreshments for this party, you may be contacted for another party later in the school year. We ask that you do not send in extra goodies as it is too much food for the children to consume in the short amount of time that is allotted for the party.
We ask that you send your child’s costume to school in a bag or in their backpack.  The teachers will assist the students in putting on the costume for the parade. Often times, children at this age have difficulty differentiating between fantasy and reality so we ask that your child choose a costume for school that is not violent or scary. We suggest very simple costumes for school.  We further ask that the child does not wear a mask or make up on their face. Your child needs to be easily recognized by their classmates.  We do not want to ruin a child’s day by having them feel afraid or uncomfortable by someone’s costume.  In keeping with our school district policy on weapons in school, any sort of pretend weapons (i.e. plastic swords, axes, guns, etc.) should be left at home for the day.
