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STUDENT FUND-RAISING ACTIVITIES

The Londonderry School Board does not encourage fund-raising by students (but) realizes that
there are exceptions for which they should be allowed to raise money for student related
activities.

Exceptions to this policy shall be:

1. The sale of tickets to school scheduled student events like athletic contests, dramatic
productions and music performances.

2. The sale of advertising space in school publications.

3. Fund-raising for charitable purposes. Such activities must first be approved by the
superintendent.

4. Fund-raising for approved activities for which the students represent the school or the
district.

In its annual budget preparation process, the Board shall attempt to identify perennial student

activity funding needs and endeavor to provide operating budget financial support (to some
degree) in an effort to keep student fund-raising activities to a minimum each year.
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
